GIVE ‘EM A BATH!

March has arrived and with
that spring is fast on our heels.
YAY! This has sure been a
long, hard winter for many.
One of the things | notice in
my travels being a profes-
sional pet care provider -
dogs in need of baths and
grooming this time of year. |
know that is the case with my
own dogs. MinPins are not al-
ways fans of baths and espe-
cially in the winter when being
wet just makes them even
colder. However, the sun is
now very strong and the sun
spots on my living room rug
can get my dogs heated up
and panting after sunbathing
for a few minutes. What a
great time to use that sun's
warmth to let a freshly bathed
dog dry! Of course, you can
always use a blow dryer, but if
your MinPins are anything like

mine, FORGET IT! There will be

NO blow drying! Sun spot dry-
ing is the way to go!

This time of year many of us
find our houses dry and full of
static electricity, our dog's skin
tends to dry out and look dull.
One of my MinPins tends to be
itchy and irritated by our
woodstove heat that dries
things out even more. She
used to have terrible skin is-
sues as a youngster, but
thankfully those are under
control now with diet and
good exercise and supple-
ments. But, when she was hav-
ing flare ups my Holistic Vet-

erinarian suggested bathing
her with Selsun Blue shampoo
for humans. Yes, human dan-
druff shampoo. We have
been hocked on that ever
since!! Now, it is the number
one shampoo | suggest to
folks with dog's whose skin
tends to get itchy and dry.
The menthol soothes them
and the conditioning leaves
the coat feeling soft and
fresh. My Colby loves it! It
does need to stay on for 5-10
minutes which can be a
"lifetime" for a MinPin. You
can then use a conditioner
after, if you want. | never do.
For a good conditioner ask
your local grooming salon.

After the dogs have dried
in the sun | give them a good
brushing with a soft Grooma
face brush that | purchase at
my local tack shop.
Grooma's are a brand of rub-
ber mitt type brushes and the
soft face brush is perfect for
short MinPin hair. The rubber
tips massage the skin, loosen
the hair even more and help
bring out the skin's natural
oils again after a bath. Don't
worry if you see a lot of dan-
druff immediately after brush-
ing. That is common as the
dead hair loosens and falls
out. In a day or two that
should be gone. MinPins shed
just like most shedding dogs
and a good bath can help
that process along and keep
their coat in good, shiny con-
dition.

Along with Selsun Blue
baths, | also give my dogs
a fish oil supplement year
round. Ask your veterinar-
ian about supplementing
for dry skin. | also feed my
dogs a raw egg yolk up to
twice/week. Egg whites
are not supposed to be
good for dogs, so | feed
the vyolks only. Again,
check with your veterinar-
ian if you have questions
about diet. Some dogs are
sensitive to additives to
their diets, so be mindful of
that and always ask your
veterinarian for advice.

Let's all get going and
freshen up our little friends!
Their skin and coat will
thank you for it!! A good
spring bath can brighten
anyone's tough winter's

end!
