I believe that her p re-
vious owners pulled at her ears and tortured her in  
various ways.  Koda was found as a stray by a kill 
shelter. She was able to get into foster care, and 
soon thereafter, I adopted her.  Looking at her she l-
ter records, she had only been getting fed approxi-
mately 1/4 what a dog her age, with her activity 
level should have been getting.  Her ribcage was 
visible through her skin. She was approximately 3 
years old when I got her. 

 
Today, Dakoda is very healthy.  In fact, her vet 
raves over how perfect she is. Year after year she 
gets a clean bill of health.  Most don't believe sh e is 
a Min Pin due to her size. She is a very tall, but fit min 
pin.  She stands approximately 16" tall, and weighs  
13.5 lbs. Her body is an exact replica of a full si zed 
Pinscher; just shrunk down a little.  At age 6, she  is 
still as active as a puppy.  She is inquisitive, st ub-
born, and a big sweetheart.  She enjoys following 
me around and observing my every move.  She 
really gets a kick out of it if I talk to her as if  she is 
really participating.  Dakoda is one of the best 
dancers I have ever seen.  She has the ability to 
stand on her hind legs for well over 1 minute.  She  
can even walk across the room on just her two 
back paws.  However, her favorite thing to do is cu rl 
up under a blanket next to her daddy. 

 
Seeing first hand how Dakoda has developed from 
when she was first rescued to now makes me realize 
just how important rescue organizations are.  I 
couldn't ask for a better companion than Dakoda.  
If not for the rescue, Koda's life would have been 
cut short at a young 3 years old.  What people 
need to realize is that dogs do not choose to be 
stray, sick, or unruly.  Rescue dogs are not used 
dogs, or someone else's problem. They are perfectly  
good companions that were simply dealt a bad 
hand in life.
